Over the last few weeks, the school has communicated with families and
other agencies, including health professionals and social workers, to ensure
we are providing care for these children.

| also like to take this opportunity to thank all teaching and support staff for the
work they are doing, either on site or working remotely.

We all acknowledge that this is a difficult time for families, and it is likely to be
more difficult for families of children with additional needs. The expectations
on schools have been evolving and we aim to follow the guidance correctly to
offer care to the children who require it, and who cannot safely have their
needs met at home.
