HAF - Holiday Activities & Food Programme
If your children are in in Reception to Year 11 and receive benefits-related free school meals, they can 
attend up to 4 days of free activities over the Winter holidays.

If necessary, your booking will be forwarded to the HAF Team 
at Oxfordshire County Council for review.  When the eligibility check/review has been completed, it still 
needs to be confirmed by the Provider who may ask for some additional information.  
You will get an email saying either that your booking has been confirmed or that it has been declined.
